POSITION TITLE: GROUNDS

DEFINITION: Under supervision of the Maintenance and Operations Foreman performs
maintenance tasks in the care of landscaped areas.

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS: Duties may include, but are not limited to the following:

e Cultivate, water and trim lawns

e Operate a power mower, power edger, tractor and other power equipment

e Assist in the preparation and lining of athletic fields

e Remove paper and other debris from turf and landscaped areas

e Drive district vehicle

e Assist in the preparation of turf and lawn areas, general grounds, maintenance work,
and in moving equipment and furniture when necessary

e Assist in the planting and trimming of trees, flowers and shrubs

e Use hand tools

e Recommend control of plant pests and diseases

e Maintain fertilizing schedules of trees, shrubs and lawns

e Clean up related to job assignment

e Other duties as assigned
